Surviving are her children, Stuart (Kim) Didawick of Woodstock,
David Didawick of Edinburg, and Natalie (Michael) Wills of Winchester.

She is
also survived by a sister, Alice Bauserman Brill of Winchester. Edith was a
champion Chinese Checkers player who was hard to beat.
